Installation Guide & Legal Information

Hardware & Hard Drive Space
To view the IHM DVD Yearbook you will need a computer with a DVD player; it WILL NOT run on television DVD players.  The IHM DVD Yearbook will run directly from your computer’s DVD drive.  It will run MUCH faster if the contents are copied to your computer’s hard drive, however.  Placing a copy onto your hard drive also lessens the likelihood of your DVD disk being damaged through handling and it will free up the DVD drive.  Before copying the contents to your hard drive, ensure that you have plenty of available memory.  

XP users: Click: Start > My Computer and mouse over the hard drive(s) [or “Local Disk (C:)”, “Local Disk (D:)”, etc.]  Vista users: “My Computer” is now “Computer”.  If you have less than 10 GB of free space on your drive you are due to delete unnecessary files and programs.  The IHM DVD Yearbook will use less than 4 GB.  Experts claim that computers need from 0.3 to 1 GB of free space to run well.
Copy the Yearbook to Your Computer

Load the DVD Yearbook into your DVD drive.  A dialog box will probably open; choose “Open folder to view files”.  You should see one folder named: “08_yearbook”.  Right-click on this folder and choose: “Copy”.
XP Users: Find your “Shared Documents” folder.  C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Documents
Click: Start > My Computer > Look for the “Shared Documents” folder under “Files Stored on This Computer”.   Enter this folder and right-click > Paste.  
Vista Users: Find your “Public Documents” folder.  C:\Users\Public\Documents  

Click: Start > Computer > Look for the “Public” folder under “Favorite Links”.  Within the Public folder you will see the Public Documents folder. Enter this folder and right-click > Paste.  
Depending on your system, it may take minutes or hours for the files to load.  

Do NOT rename any files or folders within the 08_yearbook folder or the Yearbook will not work.
Web Browser Choice
Please note: although you will be viewing the yearbook in a web browser, none of the contents will be on the Internet.  
To the best of my knowledge, there are no Internet hyperlinks on any of the ~575 pages.  The 2007-2008 IHM DVD Yearbook was built just like a website, but was designed to run directly on your hard drive.  If you ever lose your Internet connection you can still “surf” for hours on your own hard drive!  The web browser you choose may be important.  All pages, images, movies, presentations, folder links and sound files on the DVD Yearbook work well with Internet Explorer on the school computer lab Vista computers.  On my home Vista computer, however, Internet Explorer will not play sound or movie files from either the DVD Yearbook or the Internet.  Because of this, and other issues with Internet Explorer, I use Mozilla Firefox on my home Vista PC.  Although Firefox plays sound and movie files properly, many image files do not display as well as they should.  
Folder links in Firefox also do not open Windows Explorer folders as they do in Internet Explorer.  Opera behaves much like Firefox.  I recommend trying Internet Explorer first, if it works, stick with it for ideal viewing.  If you experience problems with Internet Explorer, try Firefox, Opera or another browser.
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Open the 08_yearbook folder; you should see several folders and one HTM (webpage) file named “index”.  Its icon will depend on which web browser you have set as default.  Right-click on the “index” file, choose: Send To > Desktop (create shortcut).  Find the icon on your desktop, you may right-click > rename it if you wish.  You may wish to change the shortcut icon to the IHM DVD Yearbook Logo.  (Right-click on the icon > Properties > Change Icon)  You will find the icon in the 08_yearbook\ihm_portraits folder.  As with any webpage, you may also add the DVD Yearbook index page to your favorites. 
Change Default Web Browser

If your default web browser does not work properly, change it.  XP & Vista: Right-click on the htm “index” web page within the 08_yearbook folder.  Under the General tab, look for the “Change” button to the right of “Opens with”.  Select another web browser program and click: OK.  (Vista users click: Apply and OK)
Distribution of Content

The 2007-2008 IHM DVD Yearbook was created to be viewed by IHM Parish School families on their home computers; no* included content may be distributed on the Internet.  Understand that this goes beyond basic copyright laws since many parents would not want information or images of their children distributed over the Internet; please understand and respect their wishes.  We expect people not to scan images from the paper bound yearbook and distributed them over the Internet, please treat the DVD Yearbook with the same respect.   Legal action may be taken against anyone who violates this principle.  
Please delete the 2007-2008 IHM DVD Yearbook from your hard drive before recycling or selling your home computer or laptop.

Ownership

Purchasing one IHM DVD Yearbook entitles your family to copy the DVD contents to all of your family’s household PCs and laptops.  Paperbound yearbooks may last for decades or centuries; the DVD you purchased and the computer you view it on will not last forever.  The IHM DVD Yearbook committee wants your family to enjoy these contents for generations; all family and future descendants are entitled to own copies.  We encourage you to make back-ups on any medium that you prefer.  If your copy is ever destroyed, a schoolmate may create a copy for you.  Please delete the 2007-2008 IHM DVD Yearbook from your hard drive before recycling or selling your home computer, laptop or storage device.
*An exception to “Distribution of Content”: Parents may distribute at their own discretion select material written by their children and images that include only their children.
